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��� � ���� 's a lot of great motorcycle riding to enjoy in our neighboring helmet free state of Iowa. One of the best is 

Highway 183 through Loess Hills. From Council Bluffs to Crescent on L-20 it’s smooth and curvaceous all the way to 
Hog Heaven and the infamous Pink Poodle. Grab your gears and head north outta there on 183 and snuggle against the 
steep bluffs of Honey Creek and the ageless, Airplane Inn. From Honey Creek we can fly on the edge of flat prairie and 
straight highway before you get to Missouri Valley, and Mondamin, and Magnolia. These places are little Norman 
Rockwell towns with old men sitting on benches on the sidewalks in front of the barber shops waiting anxiously to strike 
up conversation with anyone passing by, including leather clad bikers. Ask them about the ‘ol Indian they had in ‘34. 
From Magnolia, Roll and Twist north to Pisgah and $1.75 beer and great pizza at the nationally known Old Home Fill ‘er 
Up and Keep on Truckin’ café. Stop in Moorhead and shake the wrinkles out of your drawers and wet your whistle, or go 
6 miles farther north and stop at the bar in Soldier, a popular Poker Run stop. With a great memorial to fallen Soldiers, 
and often with free food at the bar, this makes for a great place to start thinking about heading South, at this point your 
only 6 miles from the end of Hwy 183. <<>> Now, if backtracking in the same state isn't your thing, don't fret, there's a 
perfect solution. From Soldier, head west on Hwy 37 to Onawa, the VFW there is a friendly spot if you’re looking for a 
kick-ass cheeseburger and the widest main street in the world. When you mount up, helmet up, and get your toll money 
together, ‘cause we're crossing the "Muddy Mo" on a grated toll bridge into the Cornhusker state and Decatur. If you 
make a sharp left just after the bridge and follow the road you'll be at Pop and Docs, a great little marina where you can 
watch boats, listen to live music, and get some good eats. Head south on Hwy 75 to Tekamah, NE. Be careful, I hear the 
gravel roads around there are treacherous; we'll steer clear of those for safety sake. Continue south to Blair, and to the 
biker owned Main Street Bar and Grill, this is a must. From there we head closer to home on Hwy 75 to Fort Calhoun. 
Take a left off Hwy 75 in Ft Calhoun and head east for a few miles to enter the flatland or wetlands area called “the 
Chutes”. This road has long straights and enough low speed hairpin turns sprinkled around to keep you alert and 
entertained. Eventually this dumps us out by the Surfside Club on River Road and takes us out by the Mormon Bridge. 
This is a very satisfying trip with plenty of stops along the way. The great thing about this ride is that the party is

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More US servicemen's remains repatriated    03/03/2005 -- 22:09(GMT+7)      
            A ceremony to repatriate remains bel ieved to be that of Americans missing in action fro m the 
war in Vietnam was held at Da Nang International Ai rport on March 3. The ceremony was attended by 
the Viet Nam Office for Seeking Missing Persons (VN OSMP), the Joint POW/MIA Accounting Command 
(JPAC), and the US Embassy in Ha Noi. At the ceremo ny, the Vietnamese Government representative 
handed  over three boxes of remains and personal effects t hat have been examined in Ha Noi. The 
remains and personal effects will be sent to Hawaii  for further exam ination. The remains and 
personal effects repatriated this time were the res ult of the 79th Joint Viet Nam- US search in 
northern provinces of Viet Nam in October and Novem ber in 2004, and were successful largely thanks 
to local people's efforts. During the  ceremony, the US Government representative express ed his 
gratitude to the Vietnamese Government and people f or their humanitarian policy, good- will and 
increasingly efficient cooperation.-End ���������

information on these three sets of American MIA remains in Vietnam until they were actually taken to Hawaii 

for identification. I’m proud to have helped, but wa s left feeling that all is not being done in the effo rts to bring 
our people home.

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I have seen several shifter arms come loose on the Evo and 
Twin cam Harleys. To check yours, simply grab your rod 
(Shifter rod) and shake, a back and forth motion ca n be 
expected, but in and out should not. The fix is to remove the 
bolt from the shifting linkage on the transmission shifter 
shaft with a 1/4 inch hex head wrench and clean the  bolt, or 
better yet replace it. If the shifting arm on the t ransmission 
shaft becomes loose for an extended period of time the 
splines will become smooth and the arm will need to  be 
replaced, this has to be done by removing the inner  primary, 
a lot of extra work just to replace one little piec e of linkage.
